A lesson outline is required for each lesson out of the JROTC Textbook on the day we start the lesson.  See the training schedule to see which lesson is assigned and the start date.
You must pre-read the lesson
Your outline must include all of the following:
1. Your name, the Lesson # (Example: U2C6L4), and the title of the lesson (15 pts)

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Define all key words (25 pts)

3. Key points for “ALL” sections of the lesson (30 pts)

· bullet format is fine; just have the key points
· essentially this is at the “least” one key point per paragraph (there can be more than one key point per paragraph
· If it is a ten page lesson and you have five bullets, you did not adhere to the rubric

4. Answer all Lesson Review Questions at the end of the lesson (30 pts)

· You do not have to write the review questions, just the answers 
		
Sometimes I will collect and grade the outlines.  Sometimes I will just review them on your desk and look for just a few key parts for proof you completed the outline.
They may be handwritten or typed and you may use pen or pencil (any ink color also).  I will not accept it if you “copy and paste” the lesson from the online text.
